Aircraft Rental Agreement
1. I will operate any aircraft rented from B Four Flying, Inc. (B4) in strict accordance with the Federal Aviation Regulations. This includes, but is not limited to, a valid pilot certificate with appropriate ratings and logbook endorsements, valid and current medical certificate, current Biennial Flight Review, picture ID, and compliance with all PIC currency items (90-day takeoffs and landings, night, and/or IFR).

2. As the renter who has been checked out by B4, I will be the pilot in command and will be responsible for the aircraft. 
3. I will use the aircraft for my own private and business purposes only, and shall not operate it for compensation or hire.  I understand that there will be no buzzing, doing aerobatics, jumping/parachuting, removing doors, windows, or flying for illegal revenues.

4. I will not take flight instruction in a B4 aircraft from an instructor who is not affiliated with or approved by B4.  If I am a flight instructor, I will not give instruction in a B4 aircraft unless specifically employed by B4 as an instructor or explicitly approved by the owner or Chief Flight Instructor of B4.

5. I understand that if I reserve a B4 aircraft for at least 6 hours, a minimum flight time of one and one-half (1 ½) hours will apply.

6. I will personally conduct a complete pre-flight inspection of the aircraft and all equipment before takeoff to determine its airworthiness, including checking the fuel from all sumps and, in addition, determine that fuel and oil on board is sufficient for completion of the flight plus 45 minutes.
7. I will return the aircraft at the scheduled time, weather permitting, and in the same condition that I received it except for normal wear.  If I cannot return the aircraft at its scheduled time due to weather, I will be responsible for standard daily minimum rental fees and/or any costs incurred if it is necessary to ferry the aircraft back to Strother (KWLD).  If I return the aircraft after hours, I will tie the aircraft down securely and install the gust lock.
8. In the event of a malfunction that would prohibit the continuation of my trip:

a. I will not tamper with nor attempt to repair any part of the aircraft, its equipment, or accessories.
b. I will call B4 for instructions at 888-721-7055 or 620-221-7055.

9. I will fly during daylight hours and in VFR weather only except under the following conditions:

a. I will fly at night only when the weather is at least a 3000 foot ceiling and five (5) statute miles visibility.  I understand it is my responsibility to maintain night currency and proficiency.

b. If I hold a current instrument rating, I will fly IFR only after being approved by a B4 flight instructor. I may also fly at night with less than the above weather minimums.  I understand it is my responsibility to maintain IFR currency and proficiency.
10. I will obtain weather reports and forecasts immediately before making a flight out of the local area.

a. I will not take a B4 aircraft on a VFR local flight unless the local weather is at least a 2000 foot ceiling and three (3) statute miles visibility for student solo operations, or at least 14 CFR Part 91 weather minimums for Private Pilots.

b. I will not take a B4 aircraft on a cross-country flight unless the en route and destination weather is, or is forecast to be, a ceiling of at least 3000 feet and at least five (5) statute miles visibility for student solo operations, or 14 CFR Part 91 VFR weather minimums for Private Pilots.

c. The requirements of 10a and 10b do not apply if I hold a current instrument rating and have been approved to fly IFR by a B4 instructor.

11. I understand that student solo operations may only be conducted under the direct supervision or approval of a B4 flight instructor, and that I shall not carry passengers on a student solo flight.
12. All cross-country flights will operate on a flight plan when practical.  I will notify B4 of any delays in returning the aircraft due to weather or other circumstances.

13. I understand that the aircraft may only be fueled with Aviation Fuel (no autogas, mogas) and that hand-propping is not allowed except by and at the discretion of a B4 flight instructor.

14. I will pay for fuel and oil as needed when on cross-country flights. B4 will reimburse me for oil at the purchased price, and for fuel at B4’s then posted price or the purchased price, whichever is lower. No receipt, no refund, no exceptions.

15. I understand that B4 aircraft may only takeoff or land on the runways of an airport that are designed, constructed, maintained, and customarily used as an airport.

16. I will not operate a B4 aircraft after I have used intoxicating liquor, tranquilizers, sleep-inducing drugs, or any other substance known to be unsafe for flying, within 12 hours prior to flight, or maintain a cabin altitude over 10,000 feet MSL without utilizing supplemental oxygen.
17. I will immediately report all accidents, major and minor, to B4 together with the names and addresses of witnesses and involved parties.  In the event of an accident:

a. I will not permit the aircraft to be moved unless authorized to do so by B4 or Federal authorities.

b. I will do all I can to protect the aircraft and its equipment from further loss.

c. I will cooperate fully with B4 and the Federal authorities in all matters connected with the investigation and the defense of any claim.

18. I will ensure that my personal information (i.e., phone numbers, address, etc.) and record of flight proficiency is up to date and on file with B4 including: medical certificate, record of biennial flight review, pilot certificate, and aircraft checkout record.
19. B4 reserves the right to change my aircraft to another one of a similar type or, if deemed necessary, cancel my aircraft reservation at any time due to maintenance or other operational requirements.

20. I understand that if I have not flown a B4 aircraft within the preceding 12 months, I may be required to get checked out again in the aircraft. 

21. I am responsible for a minimum $1,000 deductible for damage incurred while I am operating B4 aircraft.  B4 recommends that renters carry non-owned liability and hull insurance. Remember that if an accident is your fault, our insurance company will probably come knocking on your door.
22. No-show penalty:  I understand that if I schedule an aircraft and/or instructor at B4, and do not arrive within thirty (30) minutes of my scheduled time, I will be removed from the schedule and be subject to a no-show penalty of $65.00 for dual instruction or $45.00 for solo flights.  If I have reserved an aircraft for at least 6 hours and do not show up, I will be charged the minimum one and one-half (1 ½) hour per day rate.  This penalty will not apply if I call B4 and cancel the reservation at least four (4) hours before its scheduled start time, or if due to inclement weather.  In either case, I understand that it is my responsibility to contact B4 to cancel that flight at the earliest time possible.
23. I acknowledge personal liability to pay B4 for flight time and any loss or damage to the aircraft or its equipment during my rental period.  I am liable and responsible for and agree to pay any and all normal and customary charges and/or costs associated with my flight training, aircraft rental and/or purchase of equipment or supplies including such things as tie down fees, landing fees, oxygen use, charts, sales or use tax, hangar fees, or any other charges arising out of my use of B4 aircraft. (Does not include fuel and oil.)
24. I understand that payment is due after each flight, unless prior billing arrangements have been made.  Returned checks, accounts more than 90 days past due or lack of payments will lead to termination of rental privileges and legal action.
25. Any violation of the rules as outlined above will result in my losing the privilege of renting aircraft from B4.

I, the undersigned renter pilot, understand and agree to operate B Four Flying, Inc. aircraft within the scope of the rules outlined above.

Quite often, the failure to finish a very minor detail can create severe damage to equipment or hours of work for the office staff.  In an effort to keep maintenance and labor costs low, we at B Four Flying ask that you help us and your fellow pilots by following 
through with a few simple tasks.  A small amount of effort on your part can save everyone hours of grief and help keep rental costs lower.

a. If you wish to cancel your flight, please notify us at least four (4) hours in advance.

b. If you are more than 30 minutes late and haven't called, you will be removed from the schedule and charged a no show fee.

c. If you need help in moving an airplane on the ramp, JUST ASK!

d. Use the aircraft checklists, especially for pre-flight and securing.

e. Before starting engine, be sure the prop blast will not be directed toward any buildings, people or other aircraft.

f. Before adding oil, check with the office staff (over filling also causes engine damage).

g. If you discover a problem with equipment or the facilities, please notify the office staff immediately.

h. Use landing lights with good common sense, they burn out quickly.

i. Make sure the Master Switch is turned off (if you leave it on, you will be charged $30.00).

j. Secure the control lock.

k. Make sure the aircraft is tied down and locked. (or other key arrangements)

You have an investment in this airport.  If you have a question or suggestion to make it better, we'd be happy to hear about it.

Remember:  A superior pilot is one who uses his superior judgment to avoid situations which would require the use of his superior skill.
